	NHS WHEELCHAIR SERVICE
	In-depth assessment to match you to the chair that best meets your needs.
The chair is free and all servicing/repairs are done by their contracted repairers also for free.

Normally after 5 years, you are re-assessed for a new chair.
	You need to meet their eligibility requirements & be referred (unless you already have equipment from them).
Sometimes their contracted repairers are quite awful.

Your chair is on loan from the NHS.

	MOTABILITY
	Use part or all of your mobility section of your PIP/DLA to get a brand new chair (manual or electric).
Insurance, repairs, servicing & breakdown cover all included.

Assessment with one of their dealers
	You never own the chair.  Must be given back at the end of the contract.
You are in a contract for a period of time.
